1. Welcome and Apologies

Catherine Patterson handed over to John Inkster for financial update as at September 2018 which is attached to the Minutes.  It was noted, that there is a potential for an overspend due to the reduced grant for running the Community Councils from Highland Council.
5. Police Report.
Catherine Patterson informed members that no police report had been received.
6. Highland Councillor’s Report

Catherine Patterson handed over to Raymond Bremner who provided the following update.
· Highland Council are still considering the paths in Thrumster which require repair, and Raymond mentioned the Environmental Budget which could potentially provide funds, if it can be proved to benefit tenants in the area.  It was noted, that there is £180k in this budget for the Caithness area.  

· Milton 30 mph signs – Raymond agreed to go and see Joanna in HC who is dealing with this.

· Winter Resilience programme will be discussed by Councillors in two weeks’ time.
· Raymond brought a successful motion to Council, through EDI Committee on fly tipping, looking at CCTV legality and how to employ it, needs to be mobile and this would also include security lighting.  This could be funded via the Environmental budget.

· Informal discussion was held on the Yarrows Trail, and it was agreed that this should go onto the Agenda for the next meeting as the meeting was not quorate.
7. Health and Care
It was noted that a special meeting would be held in Thrumster Hall on 4 October at 7.00 pm where NHS members would be attending.  Informal discussion was held as CC was not quorate.
8. Correspondence
An email had come in regarding the condition of the Ulbster War Grave, Raymond agreed to look into it and discuss with John Thurso.  A reply also needs to be sent to Mr I Anderson who sent the email to CC.
